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Brief Introduction:

Africa Togo is a country located in West Africa where many
people face poverty, hunger and a lack of basic needs. In this
case, religious dissemination often needs to be combined
with social welfare and development efforts to meet people's
actual needs. Togo has a relatively high illiteracy rate and low
education levels. This means missionaries need to use
different methods to spread the gospel, such as oral
preaching, visual media, or audio messages, to ensure that
the message of the gospel is understood and accepted by all.
Many Togolese people still practice local traditional religions
and beliefs, so evangelization requires dialogue and respect
with local religions and traditional beliefs, and finding ways to
coexist with them. ROLCC began supporting the Gospel
Ministries of Every Home for Christ (EHC) in Togo, Africa, in
1999. When Rev. Liu Tong was visiting Togo in June of 2000
to work with EHC, the local EHC made arrangement for Rev.
Liu to speak at the conference. After sharing the vision and
mission of ROLCC with his fellow workers and pastors, many
local pastors were greatly moved and hoped to join the family
of ROLCC. Therefore, ROLCC started the church division of
Awoutekondji in the same year and followed by Djidjole and
Hedzranwoe branch offices in the capital Lome in 2001.

God also gives us a team of faithful servants which is led by
pastor Clement (who serves as the national director of ROLCC
Togo churches). So far, under the leadership of pastor
Clement, ROLCC has planted 19 branch churches throughout
Togo. In conjunction with the promotion of the global
transformation ministry of the River of Life Church, the Togo
branch assisted the River of Life Foundation in establishing
the Togo West African Children's Home in Togo in 2012, which
has housed more than 50 orphans so far. In 2014, it helped
ACTS (actsafrica.net) establish the Togo Vocational Training



School in Togo to provide vocational skills training and
healthy growth guidance for African young people. In 2020,
we assisted ACTS in establishing the Life River Clinic in Togo to
alleviate the problem of medical shortage in rural areas. This
is a milestone for Life River's medical mission. By 2024, the
Togo branch has established as many as 20 branches. In a
country that is relatively poor and where many believe in
local religions, it is not easy to spread the gospel. Currently,
Pastor Clément is still committed to expanding the branch
church, hoping to reach more Togolese people and lead them
to believe in the Lord!
