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Brief Introduction:

In response to the 21st century, Chinese people from all
over the world jointly undertake the Lord's Great
Commission and support the work of Chinese
missionaries on the front lines, Galilee International US
(GIU for short) was established in August 2018, with the
hope of serving Chinese churches, Chinese mission
agencies, and for brothers and sisters who are interested
in participating in evangelism, and work together to
provide training, support and care for cross-cultural
Chinese missionaries. God uses different gifts to
accomplish His Great Commission through teamwork of
various ethnic groups. Therefore, GIU members include
church pastors, seminary professors, retired
missionaries, business owners, and professionals from
all walks of life. There are also housewives and empty
nesters. At present, GIU's ministry includes: 1. Holding
weekly online gatherings for missionaries in the frontline
to share the situation and needs of their mission



workshops, and weekly online prayer meetings to pray
and watch for the frontline missionaries. 2. Help
churches to mobilize and participate in mission work. 3.
Provide care, counseling, and retreats for missionaries.
4. Provide training for missionaries, including
self-management, spouse relationship, parenting
education, team building, cross-cultural training,
language learning, conflict handling, etc. 5. Raise funds
for missionary children's education, missionary health
insurance, missionary education, and ministry projects in
various mission workshops. In 2023, GIU will hold a
missionary retreat to thank the Lord for His faithful
provision. They have arranged a life-impact camp for
missionaries to help them strengthen the value and
meaning of their heavenly calling. A youth team was
invited to lead the children’s camp; a Chinese medicine
team was also invited to conduct physical examinations
and treatments for the missionaries; outstanding
speakers and mentors in various fields were also
arranged so that the missionaries could receive
instruction and consultation. In 2024, GIU will provide
approximately 6 family training sessions per month for
missionaries, provide educational subsidies for 70
missionary children, and fund health insurance for 60
missionary families. They also organized a business
missions summit and a strategic discussion workshop for
missions leaders. Theological training centers were



established in two mission fields to equip local disciples,

and 10 new missionary families were added. In 2025, we

hope to continue to provide missionaries and families,

and to hold retreats in batches so that missionaries can

refocus on their mission and tasks and improve the

quality of their service.
